The CPFC is a self study program, consisting of communication and counseling techniques, elements of financial management, consumer legislation protection, and a resource guide (which includes worksheets, forms, credit bureau information, federal and consumer resource websites, a glossary, the Code of Ethics and the Practice Exam).

The fee for AICCCA member agencies is $265. Applicants holding current, valid certifications from other providers receive credits applicable to their Center for Financial Certifications CEU requirements.
