Novadebt provides financial counseling, budget counseling, housing and mortgage counseling to over 120,000 individuals a year, and manages over $800,000,000 of unsecured debt for over 25,000 active clients.   Novadebt is approved by the EOUST to provide pre-filing bankruptcy counseling and pre-discharge bankruptcy education.   Novadebt maintains 8 counseling offices in 7 states.  In March 2008, Novadebt hosted President George W. Bush for a roundtable meeting on the mortgage crisis.
In 1993 Joel co-founded the Association of Independent Consumer Credit Counseling Agencies (AICCCA).  Joel currently serves as Chairman of the Board of this respected national association that provides assistance, guidance, representation and certification of standards for its member agencies.  Joel has represented the industry, meeting with the IRS, EOUST, Treasury Department, Federal Reserve Bank, federal and state legislators and regulators.
As an industry representative, Joel actively participated in the development by the National Conference of Commissioners on Uniform State Laws (NCCUSL) of the Uniform Debt Management Services Act (UDMSA).
For ten years prior to Novadebt, Joel held the position of Chief Financial Officer at Breton International, a privately held diversified company with interests in training and development, real estate, travel and food service.
